3. The training and workshop contents must be participative 
4. The business benefits and outcomes of the activities must be clearly illustrated 
5. The application must not duplicate existing provision in the LandSkills programme 
6. Late applications will not be considered. 

Your fully completed application must be received by the LandSkills Team no later than 9am on Monday 7th November 2011. Your application will be considered by the Grant Panel by the 11th November. Submitting an application does not guarantee any funding.
